1. Pronounce e as the sound in the Subanen word for "clothing"  
   penepeten. 
 
2. Pronounce the apostrophe (') as the (^) in Filipino: "child"  
   bata', "wedding" bela'i. 
 
3. Pronounce ai as the sound in the Subanen word for "bolo" pais, 
 "raft" gait, "bitter" gempait. 
 
4. Pronounce au as the sound in the Subanen word for "leaf" daun. 
 
5. Pronounce double vowels as the sound in the Subanen words  
   for "floor beam" baad, "mute" beed, "fish eggs" biid,  
   and "truth" tuud.
